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HOW TO FREE UP SIX HOURS A WEEK TO DO IAAR SESSIONS
Six hours a week is about what it would take to go and to two IAARs a week. Each partner would present one IAAR to their contact and the other goes along. That is three hours to meet your partner, go to the contact’s home, do the IAAR sesson, and then return to your home.
